Thanks to generous gifts, bequests and wise investing

| over the last 43 years, our church Foundation now

stands at more than $5 million. It supports FUMC

g » projects and ministries large and small, spending

roughly $500,000 dollars last year alone. Some

| examples are:

- Since renovations of the Narthex, Sanctuary, Activity
Center, and related areas began in 2023, the
Foundation has provided about $777,500 in gifts or
loans for the projects.

- The Foundation helps support Freedom School, last
year allocating $8,000 for this research-based summer
and after-school enrichment initiative. Another $40,000
has been committed this year.

- This year, $250,000 was given to the Wesley
Foundation for an elevator in its new student center,
supporting ministries to the Purdue campus. Of that,
$150,000 came from a designated bequest received in
2025.

- Yearly, the Foundation provides scholarships to
persons pursuing education for a career in ministry and
to Purdue students active in the programs at Wesley or
First Church. Last year $8,000 in college scholarships
were awarded.
